JUNIOR RULES

1.
The trials for the boys and girls Hampshire County Junior Teams will take place at Bowlplex
Gunwharf, Portsmouth, Hants.  Registration will be 30 minutes before squad time. 


 NO ROLL-OFFS WILL BE PERMITTED. 

These Trials will be for the Under 18, Under 16 & Under 14 teams. Subject to age qualification, you will be eligible for selection in all teams if successful. A minimum of eight entries, in each division, is required for the relevant Trial to be held.
2. The trials will be BTBA sanctioned and the general and tournament-playing rules of the BTBA

 will apply throughout, along with the following special rules.

The Tournament Manager reserves the right to reject or re-rate any entry and his decision on all matters shall be final, subject to an appeal to the BTBA.

3.
If you are under the age of 18 on 1st September 2007, are current BTBA members and were born within the county boundaries of Hampshire as defined in 1961, or you have been resident there for at least one year (and not played for any other county), you are automatically eligible.  If you fall outside of these categories, or are unsure, you should contact the Tournament Manager for clarification. This Tournament is open to members of the BTBA. N.B. In National and Local Championships, Inter Counties and all BTBA Official Events, non production of a current card will result in a fine equal to direct Membership which is £18.00

4.
Under 16 trialists must be under the age of 16 as of 1st September 2007 and Under 14 trialists must be under the age of 14 as of 1st September 2008
5.
Bowlers are only allowed to participate in the Trials once.

6. Each bowler will play 8 games, moving lanes after each game. The scratch total over the eight games will decide the overall positions in each division. In the event of a dispute that cannot be easily resolved, a provisional ball shall be rolled. The Tournament Manager’s decision shall be final, subject to appeal to the BTBA. The cost of entry will be £30.00, which includes 50p for the NAYBC International Fund. A proportion of the entry will go towards entering the


Inter County Championships. There is no prize fund.

7. The top 15 boys and the top 15 girls will form the Under 18 2008 squad, from which relevant teams will be selected. Under 16 & Under 14 squads will be selected in the same way. The three highest scoring competitors, in each division in the trials, will be guaranteed two games, in each tournament to which this rule applies.  The balance of the team can be selected from any of the registered squad and is the Team Manager’s decision.

Junior County Team squad members will be required to sign acceptance of a Code of Conduct/Terms of Reference. (The Code of Conduct may be obtained from either the Tournament Manager or www.hampshirebtba.org/)

 Participants should be aware, that if selected, they would be required to pay for their travelling and accommodation costs.

8.
Only licensed coaches and instructors will be allowed to coach or instruct on or off the lanes (see BTBA rule 333). Licenses must be displayed at all times.

9.
Only competitors, scorers and tournament officials will be allowed in the playing area during play.

10.
Competitors shall wear correct bowling attire in the playing area. Dark coloured skirts, skorts, trousers/ tracksuit bottoms, only, are to be worn. Bowling shirts must bear the name of the bowler or their Club or Centre. The wearing of hats of any description will not be permitted

Shorts, Cargo trousers, Jeans and Denim clothing will not be permitted.
11.
No bowler will be allowed to smoke or consume alcoholic beverages in the Centre during the Tournament. Mobile phones must be switched off during the Trials and are not allowed in the playing area. Any breach of this rule will result in immediate disqualification.

Profane language, improper gestures or abuse of bowling equipment or machinery will also result in disqualification. Any disqualification will result in the bowler’s scores being declared void and the forfeiture of the entry fee. Any individual so disqualified will be reported to the BTBA, and Hampshire Area of the BTBA, for consideration of disciplinary proceedings.

The Tournament Manager will be Mark Passfield throughout the tournament.
